My Spy Family is produced by Bernard Krichefski and directed by Dominic Macdonald 
and Tom Poole. Executive producers are Anne Brogan, Connal Orton, Cecilia Persson 



and Daniel Lennard. The show is written by Paul Alexander (My Parents Are Aliens, My
